APPLYING PROJECT-BASED LEARNING PRINCIPLES ON
BLENDED LEARNING CLASSROOM: STUDENTS’ PERCEPTION

Abstract. In recent years, there has been a push towards innovative
methodologies of English language teaching including blended learning
approach and project-based learning (PBL). However, there is a lack of both
training of teachers and research on blended learning in Central Asian higher
education institutions. This case study takes place in the department of
Engineering with first and second-year students attending English for
professional purposes at the University of Suleyman Demirel. “Schoology” was
chosen as a platform for blended-learning (learning management system (LMS)
and “WebEx” for online learning platforms. The aim of the study is to explore
students’ perceptions of blended learning and understand its effectiveness in
employing project-based learning. Aspects of PBL were implemented as a
methodological tool including challenging problems, sustained inquiry,
authenticity, student voice and choice, reflection, critique and revision, and
public product. The study is action research which includes a survey consisting
of both Likert scale and open-ended questions; informal observation of students
during face-to-face classes and group work activities and content analysis of
students’ reflections and self-reports were used to triangulate data.

Introduction

The paper presented the successful experience of blended learning
courses applying Project Based Learning and supported by the Learning
Management System as Schoology. The whole course was supported by e-tools.
Schoology was one of the bridges that were used to support and foster
interaction, negotiation between teacher and students. At the same time applying
PBL into blended learning was to develop students’ 21st-century skills. The
following emphasized collaboration, communication, critical thinking skills,
technology literacy, flexibility, creativity, and information literacy.
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Online Education

The system of online education is giving equal and significant
opportunities for school and university students, disabled and inclusive people,
unemployed, civil, and military people to get an education and information from
different parts of a country and world. Nowadays, the online education system
evolves intensively. Therefore, increasing competition in the labor market is due
not only to the demographic factor but also to the intensive growth of the
tendency of replacing people by robots. As a result, it is not enough to have only
one qualification in a single sphere; people have to develop themselves
permanently. Consequently, the system of online education helps to get useful
knowledge in any part of the world (Brian, 2012).

The perspectives of online education are explained by many beneficial
factors in front of other types of education. The most beneficial factors are
flexibility and accessibility. People are able to achieve any study program from
their houses or place they are at, having an Internet connection. Online education
substantially reduces financial factors and on the other hand, keeps time for both
teacher and students. All we need for online education is a good internet
connection, device, and convenient learning management system.

As for now, online education is a new, progressive type of learning which
has occurred in the third decade of the XX century due to new technological
inventions and opportunities. Many countries have established the development
of online education as a prior trend lately and provide a meaningful part of the
budget. “According to the statistics, more than 300 universities offer online
education in the USA. Based on the study of Valentine, 57% of American
instructors regard online education as inferior to traditional lessons” (Valentine,
2010, p.101).

Blended Learning

There are a variety of types of learning online. Nowadays different online
types of learning are applied to the educational processes. Blended learning itself
has a variety of types. At the beginning of the current study, different types of
blended learning were considered and studied. Therefore, one of the most
appropriate strategies have been chosen, as the study applies a Project-Based
Learning (PBL) technique, it is better to follow the “Project-Based Blended
Learning” (PBBL). PBBL has become the most convenient for the current study.
It includes both face-to-face instruction and collaboration to design, iterate, and
publish PBL assignments, products, and related artifacts, and online learning in
the form of the course (Lamb, 2001).

The study uses blended learning as a tool for supporting the educational
process and developing students’ digital literacy, 21st-century skills. Make
students able to communicate, negotiate, and conduct conscious discussions, be
able to study themselves, to understand and discover their real abilities (Lamb,
2001).

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Blended learning environments include traditional face-to-face
instruction with online educational materials. The definition of blended learning
developed by Graham and Friesen (2000), involving “co-present element and
computer-mediated element. The term blended learning has become popular
during the past few years ( Lamb, 2001).

“The concept of blended learning is rooted in the idea that learning is not
just a one-time event—Iearning is a continuous process. Blending provides
various benefits overusing any single learning delivery medium alone” (Singh,
2011, p. 54). Therefore blended learning benefits for teaching and learning
processes. As for teachers, it gives opportunities and freedom for presenting
learning materials. The teacher is able to distribute the materials during face-to-
face lessons and another half can share with students individually through the
internet.

Secondly, blended learning provides teachers with flexibility and
freedom in assessment and control. The teacher has an opportunity to conduct
online quizzes, establish assignments and tests, even final examinations. Thus
blended learning benefits for both teacher and student. The teacher has more
time for evaluating the student's work and the student has an opportunity to do
self-study in any place and time.

From the view of online education, blended learning provides flexibility
in creating an educational process. As for any method, blended learning has its
own drawbacks. In the same vein, Garrison and Kanuka (2004) mentioned the
following disadvantages:

° unprepared informational-education environment in high
institutions (p. 96)

° lack of convenient approach to teaching in the digital sphere
(p-98)

° insufficiency provides online learning materials (p.101)

° lack of consciousness about perspectives and necessity in use

(p.102) (Garrison & Kanuka, 2004).

Blended learning programs may include several forms of learning tools,
such as real-time virtual collaboration software, self-paced Web-based courses,
electronic performance support systems (EPSS) embedded within the job-task
environment, and knowledge management systems. Blended learning mixes
various event-based activities, including face-to-face classrooms, live e-
learning, and self-paced learning. This often is a mix of traditional instructor-led
training, synchronous online conferencing or training, asynchronous self-paced
study, and structured on-the-job training from an experienced worker or mentor
(Singh, 2011).

Blended learning plays a vital role in the modern education system. It
proves that students and teachers need extra communication and support in
education besides traditional methods. Students are needed to be provided with
online course instructions. The study of the Federal Institute of Education,
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Science, and Technology of Paraiba conducted the study about applying Project-
based learning into blended learning. There were investigated the relationship
between active learning methodologies, such as Project-based Learning and
blended learning, and students’ motivation and engagement. Teachers and
instructors had an opportunity to guide students and give instructions of the
course based on Board Diaries, giving them suitable feedback (Dias, Gabi &
Souza, 2014).

Online educational platforms

As online education becomes popular among educators, thus there has
been created a variety of different education platforms and learning management
systems. The University provides teachers and students with institutional
subscriptions or several educational platforms. The authors used WebEXx as a
tool for the online part of blended learning. The WebEXx platform was developed
by the American company Cisco WebEXx. It allows users to connect with video
calls, share the screens In addition, teachers are able to choose the platform to
use for the lessons themselves. Thus, teachers have examined different platforms
and have chosen the most appropriate and flexible in use, which is called WebEX.

Schoology Learning Management Platform (LMS)

The study applies to a platform that helped in transferring grades,
quizzes, discussions, and collaborations online among students as a part of the
project learning. The platform was chosen based on the local teachers’
experience; also the workshop about “Designing Teacher Education &
Professional Development for the 21st Century” was conducted on how the
Schoology, chosen platform, works by Denneille K. Luke. The presented
platform counts as the most suitable in use for students, taking into account their
interests, preferences, and skills.

The Schoology platform was designed by Jeremy Friedman, Ryan
Hwang, and Tim Trinidad while still undergraduates at Washington University
in St. Louis, MO Originally designed for sharing notes, Schoology was released
commercially in August 2009 (Conte & Henry, 2011). Schoology is a social
networking service and virtual learning environment for K-12 school and higher
education institutions that allow users to create, manage, and share academic
content (Conte & Henry, 2011). The Present learning management system
connects students, content, and learning process.

Researchers from the University of Alicante in Spain conducted a study
on the topic “Schoology as an alternative to traditional teaching tools for
university students” (Sanchez Garcia et.al, 2018). The researchers indicate that
the platform Schoology is a tool developing as a free educational platform for
the work of LMS (Learning Management System), more practical and
advantageous. Likewise, Schoology as a learning management tool open for
providing teaching resources and materials, also to organize, evaluate, and assess
the learning process. In accordance with creators of the Schoology, they
emphasize one of the most significant advantages, the platform provides an
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opportunity of knowing the individual needs of the students, in such a way that
the teaching-learning process is more fitting to the student’s needs (Rahman,
Ghazali, & Ismail, 2011).

As for interface design, it is considered as completely attractive and
simple in use. It was closely designed as a social networking platform in terms
of discussion forums, participation, and feedback. Those advantages positively
influence students’ attitudes, motivation, and interest in learning subjects. The
Schoology also has provided users with the opportunity of controlling the time
of the taken quiz and assignment, also it has the possibility to control activities
with the help of statistics section through that teachers are able to check the last
connection, attempt, the duration of the time they spend on completing the
activity.

Project-Based Learning

Project-Based Learning (PBL) is a dynamic classroom that involves
student-centered learning in which students practice their knowledge deeper and
explore real-world problems and challenges. Project-based learning (PBL) has a
lot of potential to enhance 21st-century skills and engage students in real-world
tasks (Bell, 2010; Han, 2015). In accordance with Thomas (2000), PBL is a
model, organizes learning around projects. In addition, PBL is defined as an
interdisciplinary, student-centered activity with a clearly stated project outcome
(Bell & Han, 2015). PBL is characterized by students’ autonomy, constructive
investigations, goal-setting, collaboration, communication and reflection within
real-world practices (Kokatsaki, 2016).

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The term Gold Standard is used in many industries and spheres in order
to indicate or emphasize the quality of the work and product. According to the
study of John Larmer, there are three significant parts of Gold Standard: 1.
Student Learning Goals (in the center of the diagram below) 2) Essential Project
Design Elements (shown in the red sections of the diagram), and 3) Project
Based Teaching Practices. (John Larmer, 2015).

Student Learning Goals - preparing students for successful work and life
experience.

Key Knowledge and Understanding - make students learn an important
part of the content standards, concepts, academic disciplines. Learn how to apply
knowledge into the real world, be able to solve problems, be ready to solve
complex questions, and create gold standard public products.

Key Success Skills - are also known as 21st-century skills. As for now,
21st-century skills, such as critical thinking, problem solving, teamwork, self-
management are the most significant and beneficial skills for real-world life.

Also, the diagram shows 7 valuable parts of the Gold Standard, which
is called the Essential Project Design Elements:

Challenging problem or question - make students ready to face any
challenge and be able to solve it. With the challenge, the study becomes
meaningful and engaging for students.

Sustained Inquiry- deep study and long time projects, that means Gold
Standard. Students answer different questions to find the most suitable answer
not only looking into the book but also observing, exploring, experimenting.

Authenticity - real-world learning task.

Student Voice & Choice - Students’ voice and choice are important. They
have an input and partial control in doing the project.
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Reflection - Throughout a project, students — and the teacher — should
reflect on what they’re learning, how they’re learning, and why they’re learning

Critigue & Revision - Students must be able to give and receive
constructive peer feedback that will help in improving the project.

Public Product - in PBL there must be a qualitative project for the real-
world which can be a solution to any authentic problem nowadays (Larmer,
Mergendoller & Boss, 2015).

Conceptual framework

Action research questions emerge from areas that teachers consider
problematic. As Cochrane--Smith and Lytle (1990) suggest, teachers' questions
are unique because they emerge neither from theory nor practice alone but from
“critical reflection on the intersection of the two” (p.6).

There are three main educational theories developed in different years of
the 20th century namely: behaviorism, cognitivism, and social constructivism
(Picciano, 2017). In the book “The Theory and Practice of Online Learning”,
Anderson (2011) examines different theories that can be efficient as the
framework for blended-learning learning. He proposed the “Integrated Model”
which excluded any traditional or face-to-face components and later blended
models. Originally Bosch (2016) identified four types of blended-learning
models using twenty-one different designs. One of Bosch’s models “blending
with Pedagogical Purpose”, which is suggesting six components: content;
social/emotional; dialectic/questioning; evaluation; collaboration/student-
generated content; reflection. Anderson (2011) added several new components
such as “community, interaction and self-paced, independent learning” (p. 181
in Picciano, 2017).

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content is one of the main aspects of both face-to-face and online
learning. It was mostly delivered linguistically in written, verbal, visual,
and technology-enhanced ways. Schoology was the main source to
deliver. Also, PBL materials were widely used.

social/emotional support, in other words, face-to-face interaction
organized three times a week in addition to office hours.

Dialectic and questioning is asking the “right question” in any stage of
the learning (Picciano, 2017). Online discussion blogs and posts were
embodied in each assignment and “asking a question and commenting
two other classmates’ posts” was a compulsory aspect.

Reflection part was analyzed by PBL reflection materials as examples
(pre and post reflections) reflection were written before final assessment;
however, survey questions were conducted after the final assessment.
At the beginning of the projects, teachers distributed different roles for
groups such as idea generator, writer, marketer, presenter. Students had
a chance to group and regroup according to their preferences and skills.
Being an essential part of both the PBL principle and the conceptual
component, collaborative learning is grouped and synthesized by
content analysis.

Schoology as LMS provided a number of opportunities to grade students’
learning progress fast and easily. Essays, reflective papers, presentation
checklists, tests, and quizzes evaluated paperless. Most importantly, most
of them can be retrieved easily from Schoology’s archived course lists.
As a community-based learning is the essential principle of PBL, in
which students’ final product should be useful for a local society.

The PBL learning process is organized as a group work, and usually,
interaction happens only between students in their groups.

The last component of the “Integrated Model” - self-paced learning was
omitted from the learning process because of time frames.

Methodology

Research Question

The major inquiry question evolved from the researchers' own teaching

experience: “How effective is Project-based learning in the context blended-
learning approach?”

Designing the blended learning instruction
The question of what should be online and what should be face-to-face

was the most important one. The decision was made according to principles of
project-based learning, namely, eight weeks long instruction was coordinated as
a 50/50 rule, online and face-to-face respectively. Also, each week was devoted
to seven golden rules of PBL and each rule had both online and face-to-face
components.
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In the first week, facilitating and introducing PBL rules was prioritized.
Students reported their understanding of the PBL and how the PBL can improve
their presentation skills. They also watched various PBL projects and evaluated
them with the help of rubrics from pblworks.org website. In the second week,
using collaborative learning through discussion boards, students’ inquiry on their
project preferences and roles in the projects were discussed. The third week’s
agenda included discussion of the content through writing project proposals with
students’ preliminary ideas both individually and in groups. Community-based
task - “interview with an expert” was conducted by students which helped them
identify the “right” question and answer it. The fifth week was entirely devoted
to the final products’ presentation; so, students peer-reviewed each others’
presentations. Employing presentation skills, students created poster
presentations that lead to week seven - actual product presentation. Finally, week
eight was peer and self-reflection week analyzed by reports. Each week had both
face-to-face and online aspects of teaching.

Study procedure

The action research study focused on “seven golden rules of the project-
based learning” and their effectiveness: challenging problems or questions,
sustained inquiry, authenticity, student voice and choice, reflection, critique and
revision, and public product.

To measure these aspects three types of data were collected and analyzed.
A survey was given to all 190 students and 130 answers collected. The survey
consisted of both Likert scale and open-ended questions. Informal observation
of students during face-to-face classes and group work activities and content
analysis of students reflections and self-reports were used to triangulate data.

Study results

After analysis of the data, several themes emerged including
collaborative learning, time-management, teacher-student interaction.

1. Blended-learning enhances collaborative learning.

Questions about collaborative learning were answered with 65% of students
reporting very satisfied. Also, informal observations showed that students
invested their time into collaboration and community. Self-reflection reports
revealed the following discourse:

“This project gave us a lot. We gained a lot of experience in the field of teaching
and working with the team. This project taught us to be in unity”;

“Work with the team was the most enjoyable”,

“The most enjoyable part of this project is working with the team and come up
own product”;

| really liked the grouping process myself, I would like to have more and spend
time with teammates, and | would learn more about the opinions of the
Students”.

According to Palloff and Pratt (2000), “collaborative learning processes
assist learners to achieve deeper levels of knowledge generation through the
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creation of shared goals, shared exploration, and a shared process of meaning-
making” (p. 6).
2. Time-management is an important aspect of blended-learning

Survey questions about time-management showed that 33.3% of students
were very satisfied, 40% satisfied, 21% dissatisfied, 7% very dissatisfied.
Several groups asked for an extension of deadlines and from observation, it was
seen that projects were very ambitious.

“This topic was too hard to investigate in a few weeks. I believe that this
kind of topic takes much more time than we 've spent”;

“The least enjoyable part of this project was when we couldn't meet much
and discuss all the issues live .

3. Guidance from the teacher and more support is imperative in blended-

learning

Teacher-student communication was the main issue in this study
especially for students with little or no experience learning technical and
educational. Some students wrote that they were overwhelmed by assignments
and tasks. They wrote that teachers lacked guidance: “direct on the right path,
give more information etc”. Moreover, according to Hashim, Mohd and
Hamzah (2013), it is important to understand teachers’ attitudes towards
teaching and “setting the right tone to produce good teaching and learning may
not be an easy task” (p. 131).

Conclusion

Blended-learning is not merely a combination of online and face-to-face
learning. Organizing and designing blended-learning includes setting correct
objectives and goals, utilizing both online and traditional methodology of
teaching and developing suitable assessment tools (Uwes, Basukiu & Zulfiati,
2018). Blended-learning can be effective only if it is strictly instructional
(Dziuban, et.al, 2006), successful implementation is possible with the support of
departments, colleges, and infrastructure. It was also crucial to receive proper
support from teachers and instruction for students.
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TEACHERS’ PERCEPTION OF LMS SCHOOLOGY IN FACE-TO-
FACE AND ONLINE TEACHING MODES: ADVANTAGES AND
DISADVANTAGES

Abstract. For decades, scholars have debated which model of education
IS superior. Some argue that online is beneficial and others argue that online is
less effective than traditional face-to-face. The study presents a lived experience
of teachers’ perception of face-to-face and online teaching applying Learning
Management System (LMS) Schoology. Presented paper deals with possible
positive and negative experiences of English language teachers using Schoology
during online and traditional face-to-face teaching. The study takes place in one
of the universities in southern Kazakhstan. “Schoology” was chosen as a
platform to ease and support the teaching process. The aim of the study is to
identify teachers’ perceptions of the Schoology in online and traditional teaching
styles. Participants were asked to answer a questionnaire about their perception
of the Schoology and informal observations took place. The advantages and
disadvantages of online education were additionally revealed in this study. The
study is qualitative research with two teachers that uses open-ended questions
and analyzed employing acceptance theory.

The study presents teachers’ perception of traditional and online teaching
applying Schoology. The process of transition from traditional training to online
learning has been developing for two decades. Since the advent of the huge
archives presented on computer-readable media, more and more often the idea
arose to use this material for educational purposes. In global terms, this became
possible with the development of the Internet, which made it possible to send the
necessary amount of data from one end of the world to the other, communicate
freely with other network users online and post information on Internet sites,
making them accessible to everyone (Saturina, 2006). In order to make
instruction more convenient, LMS is widely used in both traditional and online
instruction. However, in the technology age, many teachers resist new means of
education, especially novice teachers with less experience.
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Online Education

Online education has equal and important opportunities for educational
institutions and for different people’s skills. In recent years, the online education
system is developing rapidly and increasing the possibility for people to get
education easier ways. Thus, the development of the demand for distance
education causes the replacement of people by robot technique. Consequently,
there is a demand for having a variety of professionals in different spheres, so
that people are trying to get different qualifications at the same time. Whereas,
online education is the best tool to get more information and knowledge in short
terms. People have to develop permanently (Brian, 2012).

As for now, online education is a new, progressive type of learning which
has occurred in the third decade of the XX century due to new technological
inventions and opportunities. Many countries have established the development
of online education as a prior trend lately and provide a meaningful part of the
budget. “According to the statistics, more than 300 universities offer online
education in the USA. Based on the study of Valentine (2010), 57% of
American instructors regard online education as inferior to traditional lessons”
(Valentine, 2010, p.101).

Distance learning has a number of additional features. The educational
process during distance learning was based on the focused and controlled
intensive independent work of the student, who could study in a convenient place
for himself, according to an individual schedule, having with him a set of special
teaching aids and an agreed opportunity of contact with the teacher in the
learning process. The outlooks of online education are explained by different
advantages factors in front of other types of education. The most salutary factors
are flexibility and accessibility (Ostankowicz-Bazan, 2016).

James (2015) emphasized the advantages of online education:

1. Attractive price. A lower price for many students is a key factor.
Especially when a person does not yet know how much he needs the topic
being studied. If after several online seminars the topic is attractive, then
a more in-depth study can be continued in the classic offline mode.

2. Comfortable Learning Environment. Students decide themselves about
the place where to study. Many people feel more comfortable sitting at
home and learning new things.

3. Flexibility. No schedule pressure on students. Nothing forces students to
follow schedules. There is a choice in online learning on what time is
suitable to study for them. Online education substantially reduces
financial factors and on the other hand, keeps time for both teachers and
students.

4. Avoiding community. There are many people who do not like big
communities and are introverts, for them working themselves the best
way.
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5. Developing technology skills. Online education becomes one of the
reasons to learn how to work with a particular platform and device.

On the other hand, several other researchers presented disadvantages of

online education:

1. Lack of professionalism. Online learning activities are currently not
licensed or certified. Anyone with the desire and opportunity can become
the speaker of the online training program.

2. Weak training material. When preparing an online program, many
teachers and speakers consider the group's most difficult setup and focus
on advertising and promotion. At the same time, neither the time nor
energy is enough for the quality preparation of the educational material
itself.

3. Little or no face-to-face interaction. While this may seem obvious,
students have a tendency to underestimate the impact of never meeting
the instructor and other students in the class. Edmundson (2012), an
English professor at the University of Virginia, argued in a Time opinion
piece that online education creates a “monologue and not a real dialogue”
in the learning environment. Building relationships with your instructor
and classmates will require more effort in an online environment.

4. More work. Online courses typically require a greater amount of reading
and assignments than traditional classes. Teachers also have a lot of work
to do. Preparing online-interactive assignments presents huge work
rather than in traditional teaching.

5. An intense requirement for self-discipline. Online courses usually have
deadlines for assignments, tests, commenting on lectures, and others. The
problem is the time management and organization skills necessary to stay
on top of your work, allot an appropriate amount of time to complete
each task, and balance your coursework against other priorities in your
life. If you tend toward procrastination, then you might need to
strengthen your skillset before choosing an online course or program
(Tom, 2017).

Online teaching and learning system has grown in recent years and has
experienced mainstream acceptance. Students get into self-control in their
learning environment, which ultimately helps develop a deeper understanding of
degree courses. New models of learning are always springing up in the market,
providing students with varied opportunities to fashion their education into
something that fits them, not the other way round. It also provides individuals
with an opportunity to finish a degree they might have started and been unable
to continue with for one reason or another. The future of online degree education
looks promising and opens up education to a larger section of the population than
ever before.

For teachers, this form of training primarily means the emergence of an
additional opportunity to present material to students, i.e. in fact, it becomes
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possible to train a larger number of students at the same load. In addition to
solving its primary task - distance learning through the Internet, online is also an
excellent complement to full-time education and can be a good help to improve
the quality and effectiveness of traditional education (Satunina, 2006).

Certainly, a teacher using e-learning technologies can educate a larger
number of students who are geographically separated, but will this bring the
desired educational and economic effect? In the traditional face-to-face learning
process, the teacher has the feedback necessary for learning immediately, reacts
to it, “along the way” restructuring the teaching material, has the opportunity to
make this material more accessible in front of students. Undoubtedly, for the
preparation of electronic courses, the experience of expert teachers and experts
in their field should be used, but such a teacher does not always have the
necessary time for this, the ability to work with a computer.

Schoology Learning Management System (LMS)

The study applies a platform that helps teachers in transferring grades,
quizzes, discussions, and collaborations online among students during online
and face-to-face teaching and learning processes. The platform was chosen based
on the workshop about “Designing Teacher Education & Professional
Development for the 21st Century” was conducted on how the Schoology,
chosen platform, works by Denneille K. Luke in 2017 in Almaty cityl7. The
presented platform counts as the most suitable in use for students and teachers,
taking into account their interests, preferences, and skills. The presented
platform gives an opportunity not only to transfer grades but also to conduct
quizzes, final examinations, writings, and discussions. There is a function to see
each student’s mistake, give feedback, and leave comments in writing or
discussion parts. The platform provides a convenient grading system, which
minimizes teachers’ work time and counts grades itself based on the initial setups
that the teacher introduced. Originally designed for sharing notes, Schoology
was released commercially in August 2009 (Conte, 2011).

The Schoology platform was designed by Jeremy Friedman, Ryan
Hwang, and Tim Trinidad while still undergraduates at Washington University
in St. Louis, MO. Originally designed for sharing notes, Schoology was released
commercially in August 2009 (Conte, 2011).

Likewise, Schoology as a learning management tool open for providing
teaching resources and materials, also to organize, evaluate, and assess the
learning process. In accordance with creators of the Schoology, they emphasize
one of the most significant advantages, the platform provides an opportunity of
knowing the individual needs of the students, in such a way that the teaching-
learning process is more fitting to the student’s needs (Rahman, et.al., 2011).

As for interface design, it is considered as completely attractive and
simple in use. It was closely designed as a social networking platform in terms
of discussion forums, participation, and feedback. Those advantages positively
influence students’ attitudes, motivation, and interest in learning subjects. The
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Schoology also has provided users with the opportunity of controlling the time
of the taken quiz and assignment, also it has the possibility to control activities
with the help of statistics section through that teachers are able to check the last
connection, attempt, the duration of the time they spend on completing the
activity.

Conceptual Framework

Perception of teachers using LMS in online and face-to-face instructions

In implementing any time of new methodology or technology, teachers
are the main stakeholders whose opinion is sometimes neglected. According to
Wade and Fish (2009), there are different factors whether teachers can have
positive or negative experiences teaching online such as a desire to use LMSs,
prior experience or training, and faculty support. In their study, they examine
both qualitatively and quantitatively the answers of 87 faculty members from a
public university in a southwestern state. Data show that there is a big divide
between faculty members who had experience and who had not. Those who did
not have any experience show a high level of resistance.

Without any doubt, most researchers and practitioners agree on
technologically enriched teaching styles including learning management
systems (LMS). For instance, 90% of all responding universities in the USA
(Hawkins & Rudy, 2007), 95% of the responding universities (Browne et al.,
2006) have adopted LMS. Although the wide use of LMSs around the world,
there are some barriers to successfully implementing them. ElTartoussi (2009)
emphasizes that that successful education does not solely depend on
“technology, but rather careful planning and adoption strategies must be closely
investigated and that the adoption among users such as teachers and students is
a vital concern” (in Al-Busaidi & Al-Shihi, 2010, p. 2). According to Al-Busaidi
and Al-Shihi’s (2012) large scale study of 82 instructors from Sultan Qaboos
University (SQU) in Oman identified satisfaction effects of LMS. The first
instructor’s technology anxiety negatively impacts the satisfaction of LMS.
Second, the impact of the instructor's experience with the technology did not
have a significant effect on their satisfaction with LMS. The teacher's personal
innovativeness positively impacted their satisfaction with LMS. Fourth, system
quality, information quality, management support, incentives policy, and
training significantly impacted instructor satisfaction of LMS (p.33). Moreover,
LMS’s teachers’ satisfaction in blended-learning is 58,4% and 12,6% in purely
online learning.

Acceptance theory as a methodology

Acceptance theory is a multidimensional attitude that has technical,
social, and personal factors. Technological factor triggers when teachers feel
intimidated because of the lack of competency or computer proficiency. Those
barriers include age, degree, or technical expertise.

Pedagogical factors are connected to teaching styles, teaching philosophy, and
teaching content.
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Personal factors are a teacher’s conclusion after a positive or negative
experience.

In this study, it is used as a conceptual framework. Different frameworks
have been used to investigate individuals’ acceptance such as Davis’s (1989)
perceived usefulness and perceived ease of use, Ball and Levy’s (2008) model
of acceptance of emerging technologies, and Sumner and Hostetler’s (1999)
importance of instructors characteristics. Sumner and Hostetler (1999) identify
various characteristics including user type, the current level of computer skills,
the extent of computer skills in teaching and training needs; also some
organizational factors are crucial such as organization support, technology
alignment, and technical support.

The research question is “What is the role of Schoology in online and
face-to-face teaching styles?”

Study procedure

The study investigates the lived experience of two English language
instructors in one of the Kazakhstani universities one teaching online and another
teaching face-to-face. Lived experience, according to Creswell (1998), puts an
emphasis on the “meaning” of individuals’ everyday lives and experiences. in
one of the Kazakhstani universities one teaching online and another teaching
face-to-face.

Content
analysis is employed to find themes and categories of open-ended questions and
informal observations. Data analysis shows four main topics concerning usage
of LMS Schoology.

The study focused on the implementation of Schoology into online and
traditional education. Both online and traditional education’s advantages and
disadvantages sides were taken into account. The study uses acceptance theory
in accordance with teachers’ skills and perception. To analyze teachers’
perceptions, a questionnaire was conducted with two teachers who have equal
experience in teaching using Schoology.

Study results

After analyzing the data, three factors emerged: instructors' perception,
assessment, organization factors. Answers of the teacher with an online
instruction marked as O and answers of the teacher with face-to-face instruction
marked as F.
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1. Instructors’ perception factor

Both teachers gave satisfactory answers. The answers show that both
teachers have experience in using Schoology during online and traditional
teaching. Schoology appears as a friendly and useful platform to work with for
online instruction, but quite unsatisfactory for face-to-face instruction.
According to Al-Busaidi and Al-Shihi’s (2011), system quality and information
quality has a great impact on the satisfaction of teachers:

F: “...especially design it is not comfortable,

“Schoology is effective during face to face for teachers. It increases
teacher's productivity, because the app does everything by itself, which really
helps in teachers' management.”

O: “Also, it helps to check and create assignments, home tasks;
sometimes [ send to my students’ different materials and share photos.”

2. Assessment factor

None of the teachers like the grading system in Schoology. According to
their answers, they find Schoology as a difficult platform to work with the
grading scale, design becomes one of the factors which influence on the
difficulty of using. Also, the lack of control from teachers would lead to cheating
of students.

F: “Grade system no, there are a lot of big deal going with the grading
system and checking assignments, but I like only conduct the exam”

“l dislike grading system, home tasks, and especially design it is not
comfortable”

O: “No exact answer, I don’t use the score-and rating system in
Schoology. I prefer to calculate by myself.”

Still both of the teachers like the function of the time limit there and the
function of sharing the materials which help to ease the teaching process.

F: “I like only to take tests. And download teacher's issues for teachers’

O: “First of all, I use this source to conduct online tests.”

O: “I like the fact that I can use “time limit” for all tasks and
assignments. It really helps me when I give an “essay writing” task.”

3. Organizational factor

In accordance with teachers’ answers, online and traditional become
easier using Schoology. It minimizes time spending on checking the answers of
the test, gives an opportunity to control students using a “time-limit” function:

F: Again it's useful for teachers only in managing the time, and not
checking a great number of quizzes and home tasks. In others, no it is not
useful

’

O: It’s great that teachers do not need to spend a lot of time checking
them.
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Conclusion

It is beneficial for teachers to use learning management systems
nowadays due to time-efficiency, which minimizes work both online and
traditional face-to-face instruction. Learning management systems become an
integral part of teaching students. Schoology has established itself as a
convenient and easy in use platform. Teachers with experience of working with
Schoology according to the theory of acceptance which shows that not all
teachers are able to use learning management systems in suitable ways, there
appears a lack of competency or computer proficiency. There are different
factors to consider in implementing LMS such as teachers’ preconceptions, types
of both tasks and assessment, management of instruction, and classroom.

FLIPPING THE EFL CLASSROOM

Abstract. The study explores EFL flipped classroom in a higher education
setting. The results obtained in observations and questionnaires showed that the
flipped classroom improved students’ engagement in learning process and the
teaching model was perceived positively by students. The study also identifies a
number of drawbacks that need to be taken into consideration by teachers who
are planning to use this instructional method in their classrooms.

The idea that lies behind the flipping approach is not new. It has been a
common practice to assign readings and writing tasks for the homework in order
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to have students prepared for the classroom discussion in language education.
However, the access to the same information using digital technology is
relatively new and little research has been conducted on how this could work in
a language class (Brame, 2012). Therefore, the results of the study could be very
helpful on how to flip language classroom.

The main purpose of this study was to find how flipping approach could
be used in foreign language classroom. In order to investigate this issue, this
action research project was conducted in an Academic English course at a private
Kazakhstani university.

Literature Review

Bergmann and Sams (2008) are considered the founders of the flipping
the classroom approach. However, they simply coined the term or made the idea
popular as this approach had been introduced and utilized long time before. They
introduced the idea of the reversed classroom in 2007 in Woodland Park,
Colorado. Both were teaching chemistry and had an opportunity to observe the
same problems during educational process. During the spring 2007 semester,
Bergman and Sams started to record their classes and post them online. Their
initial goal was to create online materials for students who did not or could not
attend classes. The online materials helped teachers avoid wasting their time on
re-teaching classes to students who had missed lessons. That was only the
beginning of the method. Once the teachers saw that creating lectures for
students who had missed class was effective, they began to think about using
pre-recorded lectures for all of their students and then using class time for
discussions of the lessons and lab experiments on the material covered in the
lectures. Thus, the idea of “flipping the classroom” was born. In the 2007-2008
school year, Bergman and Sams presented pre-recorded lectures to all their
students and spent their class time on discussion of students’ understanding of
the materials and their individual needs. The researchers created video lectures
so their students in chemistry and Advanced Placement Chemistry could work
with them at home and spend the class time on practice (Bergmann, 2012). At
the beginning, Bergman and Sams tried to record lectures and covered every
unit. However, later they switched to the discussion of every subsequent unit and
more detailed lectures.

Bergman and Sams’ idea was to have students watch lectures every other
night and take notes on what they had learned and in class, students conducted
laboratory experiments. This idea of a reversed class provided the instructors
with more time to spend on experiments and to work on problems. Additionally,
Bergman and Sams’ new approach allowed them to personalize their instruction
and, despite the number of students they had in class, give individualized
attention to every student who needed help (Bergmann and Sams, 2008).

This approach was called various names such as flipping the classroom,
hybrid approach, and blended instruction. Even though there is no significant
difference between these three terms, it is still worth making some distinctions.
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Blended approach offers online and face-to-face learning. The online component
includes exercises and additional information that is used in class. Hybrid
approach is very similar to the term blended approach with the only difference
the major part of the course takes place online. Last but not least, the flipping
approach is another form of the blended approach. It expects students to study
the material outside the class and the class time is used for practice and face-to-
face instruction.

Whatever the name, all the methods contain the idea of increased
teacher-student interaction in class (Bergmann, 2012). It is also important to note
that when somebody says blended or reversed instruction it does not simply
mean that technology is brought to class, but rather refers to the way the content
is delivered to the students. Thus, “blended” is the perfect word to describe the
content delivery process. When teachers deliver an asynchronous class or
provide students with pre-recorded information to work with outside the class it
is called “blended/reversed instruction” (Bergmann, 2012).

With the increased interest in the flipping the classroom philosophy, the
need to test its efficacy has appeared. Some instructors who used or tried to use
the method stated that the increased learning did not appear because of the
reversed homework but because of the opportunity for teachers to spend more
time with students on guidance and face-to-face learning.

A number of studies have been conducted to study the effectiveness of
the flipping the classroom approach. Zhang and Han (2012) aimed at examining
the utilization of this learning approach to Web-Based College English Teaching
Platform (WCETP) in a medical university in China. During the study, two
questions were raised. First, if there was a difference between the traditional way
of learning and flipping the classroom in terms of students’ satisfaction? Second
question asked, if there was a difference between the traditional way of learning
and the flipping the classroom in terms of learners’ achievements? The findings
of the study revealed that the flipping approach enhanced students’ language
skills, improved their self-confidence in the language learning process, and
promoted independent work. In their article Zhang and Han mentioned that
students had preferred flipping the classroom approach to the traditional one.
The statistical analysis that the authors conducted revealed that the use of the
integrated approach presented even more positive results than was expected. The
study has had an important reference value and practical significance for the
English Education College.

In another study of an observation of flipping the classroom, Rogers and
Tingerthal (2013) discussed the use of flipping the classroom approach and the
difference between it and the hybrid method. Hybrid approach combines face-
to-face classroom interactions with distance learning techniques to disseminate
information to members of a learning community. Rogers and Tingerthal (2013)
provided an overview of the literature in which they reported about various
online platforms used for course delivery and discussed the lack of research on
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how to deliver online courses to undergraduates. The authors mentioned two
web-based platforms: Blackboard and Moodle that could be used in online
teaching/learning process.

There has been little research that has been conducted on implementing
flipping in the language classroom. That is why, a study of the use of this
approach was interesting in terms of how the approach would work in a language
classroom and in terms of the changes that took or could take place as a result of
using the method.

Data and Methodology

The research project was based on the instructor’s observations and a
questionnaire survey, which was conducted among the students; the
questionnaire was distributed via Google Forms at the end of the course. This
survey helped to identify the difficulties students had faced during the course
and teacher’s observations allowed to identify if students had face similar
challenges from the point of view of the teacher. The data was collected during
one semester and involved 11 students.

The research was conducted in a form of an action research. The decision
to conduct action research in the language classroom was made as it could help
to see/understand what was going on in the language classroom and trace the
changes in learning process if there were any. It also helped to answer the
research question about the effectiveness of the approach and give an answer if
it worked in the language classroom or not. The general idea of the action
research was to find out if students could benefit from the use of the flipping
approach in the language classroom. Language classroom required a lot of effort
from students to succeed and blended approach became one of the opportunities
to facilitate learning process.

To face the ethics and minimize any possible risk to the site, the
following codes were used instead of the name of the institution (University),
course (Academic Writing (AWC)) and the students (P1, P2, etc.). This research
project was conducted in an AWC, a course usually offered to freshmen students
by the University. The course length was one semester that meant three academic
hours a week or 45 academic hours total. AWC is offered to the first-year
students and aimed at building and developing students’ skills in writing essays,
particularly the discussion essay and the problem and solution essay. The
students were expected to be of minimum B1 level English language students.
According to the Common European Framework of Reference (CEFR), this is
an intermediate level of language proficiency. The class met twice a week and
continued for 15 weeks. Besides the classroom instruction the office hours were
offered to the participants in case they needed additional assistance. The
instructor prepared the presentations in advance and video recorded them after
that the recoded materials, presentations and readings were posted on Moodle so
participants had access to them any time. Each presentation contained the
information about one topic only.
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For example, one of the topics that we introduced to students was
“Logical Fallacies” —the presentation introduced the information about
common fallacies students had. As all presentations, this one was video recorded
using Jing, an online program that allows capturing video and still images, which
was then shared on Moodle. That allowed considering various learning styles
(Silver et al., 1997) the participants had and depending on their learning style
they could read the material and go through the power point presentation or
watch the video with the same materials presented via video recordings. The
students were expected to watch/read materials for every class and in class they
were practicing and discussing the information they received.

During class time, students discussed the questions they had and
practiced writing paragraphs and other writing assignments. For example, the
learners wrote first draft of the discussion essay in a class after a careful
discussion of the essay structure and practice.

As the main focus of the study was to explore if and how flipping the
classroom worked in an EFL class the course reading and writing materials were
designed and arranged for students’ access to video and reading materials.
Learners were expected to come to class and to apply the information they
learned from the pre-recorded materials.

The course materials included the following:

e Recorded materials and documents for reading prepared by the
instructor/me for independent study of students in advance and posted
on Moodle, the electronic platform; and

e Moodle—an electronic website for work with prepared materials.

The electronic platform was primarily used with the goal to provide
participants with the 24-hour access to the materials. This platform is flexible
enough to be used in educational system and in language classroom in particular.

This study served as a good opportunity to observe and identify if the use
of hybrid approach helped to improve the learning process or vice versa. It also
helped to identify if students struggled during the learning process. During the
classes we were observing, the participants and was trying to identify if there
were any problems they faced. After the classes, we recorded short videos
reporting on what had been going on in the classroom. During the classes, we
focused on the challenges that participants of the study experienced, if there were
any and how they coped with them. We were going round the class and having
face-to-face talks and discussions about personal challenges and ways to
overcome them.

In the end of the course, students were asked to fill in the questionnaire,
which consisted of 15 questions. The questionnaire included questions about
students’ computer literacy level, and about the experience of using the
electronic platform that was utilized by the instructor during the course.
Additionally, the participants were asked to indicate what they liked/disliked
about class and explain why. Moreover, several questions were about the course
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and the amount of work students had to perform. Free response questions asked
in the survey-encouraged participants’ recommendations, comments or
suggestions. Open-ended questions provided participants with the opportunity to
add/express opinions, recommendations and additional information that are of a
big value for further study.

Data was collected with the help of the procedures described above and
it was analyzed using descriptive statistics. To examine the responses to the
questionnaire the information was categorized. Information from open-ended
questions was organized by responses presenting the comments and
recommendations from the participants. In addition to the questionnaire the
observations’ information was added to support or to refute the questionnaire’s
results. In order to provide the confidentiality and for ethical issues, coding for
the participants was used. The results of the analysis are reported in the narrative
form (tables, graphics) in the following section.

Whereas, in the traditional classroom (Table 2) a lot of time was usually spent
on giving instructions and lecturing in the classroom. As a result, the distribution
of time in traditional classroom between the lecture and discussion of the home
assignment was not equal.

In comparison to the traditional classroom, the flipping approach
suggested less time spent on giving instructions and lecturing, and more time
was devoted to the review of the examples and in-class practice. The use of that
approach provided students with the online access to the lecture materials. This
was especially important for those students who had missed the classes and
needed explanation outside the classroom.

Discussion

This section focuses on the results of the survey that was conducted
among the participants and teacher’s (personal) observations of the classes and
covers the information required to have a clear picture of the action research.
The research question of the study was how flipping the classroom works in the
language classroom? Figure 1 presented the results of participants’ answers to
the question regarding the amount of work students did while preparing for the
classes. According to the participants’ answers only one student was doing more
that required for the class and another participant was doing less than was
assigned and required. Besides this in the questionnaire participants answered
the other open-ended questions. Some other questions reviewed participants’
involvement in the course activities.

The results of the survey, illustrated by Figure 2, showed that only
45.45% of the whole class was actively involved into the course activities.
Another 45.45% was only partially involved or, as they reported in the
questionnaire, they were somewhat involved into the class work.

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Thus, not 100% involvement into the class activities was closely connected to
the lack of experience of working with the electronic platform. Later, when the
participants learned how to operate it, they became more successful in their tasks
completion. As teachers observers, we could see that in the works that they had
submitted and in their class work, where they were working in a more
independent manner, asking questions only in case they really needed help or
teacher’s assistance. The visual result of that hard work could be their final
grades, which showed their achievements.

As seen in Figure 3, participants reported the improvement of writing
skills and increase of knowledge after taking AWC with 61.1% of the
participants reported that they have gained “a great deal” from the course and
38.5% of the students stated that they gained ‘“some” knowledge. Those
participants who were actively involved in all classroom activities and came
prepared to class were more successful by the end of the course as they learned
a lot and, as a result, the quality of the paper they submitted was very good.

From personal observations, P1 and P6, both of them passed IELTS
before entering the university, did not succeed much, especially in writing the
discussion essay. My expectation was that both participants would be more
successful in writing discussion essay as they were already acquainted with the
structure and had writing experience. The reality showed that both participants
were in the list of the weakest participants as they both almost failed the course.
And, it is difficult to say that they gained a lot of knowledge from the first half
of the course. P8 experienced difficulties in working with Moodle in the first
half of the semester and even though he was offered help he refused to admit
that he had not understood the idea of watching lectures at home and practicing
in class. P8 was the only one who had basic computer skills and that also could
be one of the reasons why he did not succeed much. From observations, only by
the middle of the semester he realized how useful the Moodle was and that he
could find a lot of interesting and helpful information there. The main difficulty
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from teacher’s side was that P8 did not come to visit during the office hours
despite the fact that he was invited to come for several times. Consequently,
instructor could not help him much until he decided or realized that he actually
needed my help.

On the other hand, a number of the participants have successfully
completed the course and they were in the list of those who reported that they
“gained a great deal from the course”. One such student, for example, P5 (P5,
personal communication, December 16, 2913), who took a UF course where he
learned the basics of essay writing, and we could see him using the previous
knowledge in the writing course and adding more knowledge that he was
learning during the AWC.

Following the comparison of the L-drive and Moodle it is important to
mention that a significant difference between these two was in preparation of the
materials. When an instructor worked with L-drive it was possible to place the
materials right before the classes and it was very convenient for the instructor
and probably for learners as well. To work with Moodle successfully and to
provide learners with the all necessary information, the materials were to be
placed in advance so learners could have access to the information anytime, not
to Word documents only but to videos as well. In addition, we have to mention
that the biggest advantage of the Moodle was the opportunity of each participant
to access their personal information, the platform allowed to enter grades and
each participant could track personal information. The platform also allowed the
teacher and learners keeping in touch via messages.

Another benefit of using Moodle in teaching AWC and flipping approach
in general was the access to the video, audio and reading files 24 hours a day.
That was very helpful not only for the instructor but for the students as well. The
online access to the materials allowed participants to revise the information any
time they needed, and to keep being informed in case they had missed the class.
A third advantage of the flipping approach was that the time of teacher-student
interaction had increased. Moreover, student-student interaction in class
increased as well, that allowed participants to learn from each other apart for
what the teacher shared with them. Such student-teacher and student-student
interaction facilitated the creation of learning community outside the classroom,
where the participants were helping each other to overcome difficulties and find
answers to the questions connected to the course. The use of the approach
allowed me to spend more time to work with students who were struggling and
challenge the others. The results of that work were visible in the way when
instructors observed participants applying their knowledge and demonstrating
their ability to write a good discussion essay, for instance. To measure
participants’ success in writing course we relied on the course objectives and
their fulfillment. The achieved results showed that the flipping approach worked
well in AWC. The final advantage of using flipping approach in the language
classroom was that it allowed students to have more control of what was learned
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and what still required some work to be done. This action research was a step to
the use of students centered approach in the university where it was conducted.

The use of flipping approach in AWC allows meeting students’ needs
and provides differentiated learning so all learners could gain knowledge without
experiencing additional difficulties despite the difference in the preferred
learning styles (Reid, 1995). The use of Moodle and a variety of the ways to
present the materials to learners provided the latter with the more chances to
succeed and some of the learner used that chance. However, to use the approach
in the language classroom requires a lot of efforts, both, from teacher and
students. To introduce the approach it is vital to plan the whole course well in
advance and when prepare materials for the students consider the learning styles
of the students. Additionally, both, a teacher and students are expected to be
computer literate and to be able to utilize electronic platform. It is especially
important as the use of the approach remodels the lecture classes into the active-
learning classes. This is a long process where teacher plays the leading role and
if the course and the course materials are not carefully prepared it could create
additional burden for the learners (Danker, 2015). This leads to another
challenge that instructor faces: utilizing this approach was time consuming. The
preparation and posting the materials for the course took a lot of time before the
semester started and during the semester the information was revised and if
necessary changes were introduced so the learners could benefit from the use of
the electronic platform and the materials posted there.

Limitations

During the study, several limitations were identified. The study reviewed
the performance of one group only. Consequently, there was no opportunity to
observe other groups of the same language course for purposes of comparing the
effectiveness of the flipping the classroom methodology with traditional
methodologies. However, since this was an action research study, it was
acceptable to observe one group only and was not necessary to be conducted in
bigger numbers. Besides this, the reliability of the study should be considered a
limitation since one instructor used the flipping the classroom approach only.
The last limitation was the short duration of the study as the action research
covered one semester only.

Considering the fact that only one group was observed there is a room
for further study. This could support the research findings or provide evidence
against using hybrid approach in the language classroom. Considering the
limitations describe in this research more flexibility could be provided in
different areas when another research is conducted. Various factors and terms
could be taken into consideration such as students’ computer literacy and only
advanced users will be involved or several groups will be studied and one of
them will be a controlling group where traditional classes will be conducted.

Conclusion
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The use of flipped classroom turned out to be a positive teaching and
learning experience despite some challenges that both participants and teachers
faced. In the time when Kazakhstani educational community strives to provide
qualitative education and shift responsibility from teachers to students in order
to teach the latter to be more independent and be able to work with various
recourses without someone mothering them the use of flipping approach could
be a good choice. The use of this format in the language classroom could be the
first step towards student-centered approach and it gives opportunity to
effectively communicate the not only in the way teacher-student but also student-
student or teacher-student-students.

Individualistic and Competitive Learning was not so important method
in the 1960s. In the pedagogical sphere Cooperative Learning is one of the
pointed method todays at the same time in schools, colleges and high education
(universities) [1].

If students study long time with traditional method, it calls as teacher
centered method, and they cannot learn new things, it damages improving their
selves. Because of that learners could not practice their lesson-subject daily with
groupmates, it may cause some difficulties in self-study. That is why we need to
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experiment and search this student-centered method. It is important that students
divided into several groups and helped each other in the way of studying by
explanation each other. In this type of learning the students are directly
responsible to their members that everybody could understand materials, and if
somebody appear any problems, they control it and share information between
their selves. In this group they can discuss their topic, finish given tasks, and
reach the aim together. By the way the teacher may control them always.

It does not mean that in Cooperative Learning teacher not so important.
Instructor have to organize activities, tasks, home works, games, and many kind
of group projects. Instructor should directly guide students and separate them
into several groups [2].

The important aim of Cooperative Learning is that students could take
more benefits from studying, could learn a lot of knowledge than traditional
method way. Other aim is that best clever students could share with own
especially method of studying and explain the topic to students, who are take
some difficulties in this way. That is why it is best way to increase the level of
average of that class.

However Slavin is not agree with this theory if these divided groups do
not have any goal, any task which they could achieve together. That is why it is
so important to have these two side for Cooperative Learning is being groups
and being aim (group tasks).

One of the teachers’ goals is to help the leaners to understand the tasks
and explain that by the Cooperative Learning the students may have effective
way to reach aim. By this skills they may solve difficulties by discussing into
the classroom.

Literature Review

Now | am going to tell a little about history of cooperative learning: how
it is started, why started, who researched, who developed and shared this type of
knowledge. Till the World War 11, scientists like Allport, Watson made some
research according to work alone and working with group, its efficiency and
effectiveness. Researcher Doob found that who works together and cooperate
are more successful and productive. And also there are many social theorists like
John Dewey who influenced to cooperative learning theory practiced today. He
strongly believed that this type of learning is more important not only at school
or university, also outside, in social life, in just lifestyle. This type of theory
showed that working together, discussing; sharing ideas is more effective than
just passive leaning like teacher explaining and student listening one by one,
alone. Lewin’s idea was that if the people work together, during the groups, they
may share their ideas, thoughts, and develop relationship between them in good
state. By the way they can reach their goals faster than alone and successfully.
Deutsh’s idea was also positive, he wanted that students could save best
relationships between them by promoting group knowledge. All these social
scientists, psychologists, philosophers wanted to actively contribute their ideas,
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researches in this big gap in science. However, by reason of them we could know
what is important what is not, why we are studying this tree of science and
experimenting using their methods in other spheres. In 1975, David and Roger
Johnson recognized that Cooperative Learning gives also supporting, best
communication, students could trust each other, involves emotional states.

«Two are better than one, because they have a good return for their
labour: If either of them falls down, one can help the other up. But pity anyone
who falls and has no one to help them up. For if they fall, one will lift up his
fellow. But woe to him who is alone when he falls and has not another to lift him
up! Also, if two lie down together, they will keep warm. But how can one keep
warm alone? Again, if two lie together, they keep warm, but how can one keep
warm alone? Though one may be overpowered, two can defend themselves. A
cord of three strands is not quickly broken» ( Ecclesiastes 4: 9-12). As we see
here even in Bible book written that meaning of Cooperate is true. If they are
two they can help each other in anyway. If you are alone and may be you need a
help, if nobody helps you - it is pity.

Cooperative learning is not new idea. It is historical idea. Early
philosophers said that in order to learn anything, we always need a somebody
who starts with us, who support us, who gives positive interdependence. Even in
first century scientist said that students take benefit if they teach each other. It
means that when you teach, you learn twice. Johan Amos Comenius (1592-1679)
also said that people both by teaching and being thought are taking just benefit.
Also Joseph Lancaster and Andrew Bell used this type of learning in the England
in the end of 1970s years. And the other social experts in America took that idea
and opened school in New York City in 1806.

In the years of 1870-1900, Colonel Francis Parker started to enter
Cooperative learning practically in the public schools. He wanted that classroom
atmosphere was democratic and cooperative. Parker’s idea about cooperation is
dominated in American schools, to students during the century. Cooperative
learning was promoted as a famous, important project method in instruction by
Parker and John Dewey. And the end of 1960 individualistic learning was started
to be researched by scientists, again experimented during 40 years. After these
studies researchers demonstrated cooperative learning and American schools
returned to their traditional method, using method of cooperative learning [1].

Kurt Koffka is one of the founders of Gestalt School of Psychology. He
contributed that interdependence among group members is essence of
cooperative learning, which is based on social psychological theory. Kurt Lewin
is one of his colleagues. Morton Deutsch is Lewin’s most brilliant graduate
students. Morton Deutsch took his teacher’s idea about this research and
formulated giant several theories of cooperation and competition in the end of
1940 years. That is why Cooperative learning is being used again. It is one of
the reasons. Then despite Deutsch’s theory, practical applicants were slow to
materialize in the 1950s years [3].
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As we see our topic has long history. If we deeply search it, we may go
back to the first century. But we really know that it just developed after 18™
century. After 18" century students wer e started to study in schools by dividing
groups. Joseph Lancaster and Andrew Bell were one of the influenced people to
organize such kind of school ideas and started directly to work.

After that started to open many type of such schools in other places,
locations which are taken as a main point of group learning. As we know during
the 19" century raised the number of such schools in not only Unite Kingdom,
also in the United States.

I used both method to collecting data and analyzing it. The Methods
Qualitative, which contains observation and method; Quantitative, which has
Experimental design were beneficial for me in my direction. The Experimental
Study, which | chose, is descriptive. Many scientific disciplines, especially
social science and psychology, use this method to obtain a general overview of
the subject.

The teaching method of both
group was different. | explained lesson to Control Group in a traditional Method,
to Experimental group in Cooperative Learning Method. | gave to Experimental
group especially tasks prepared for them. Every lesson tried to divide them into
3-4 groups and gave several problems to solve by competing with each other,
during their selves (groups). Gave bonuses to Winner Group. By motivating by
extra points, they tried to help each other, because in rule every person in group
have to understand topic and could solve problems. Also gave them extra
projects to each group after lessons. I will tell about this more later...

As | said | also gave them extra project works. They tried to find out
answer to questions, every day collecting with group members they shared their
ideas, knowledge to solve one selected main problem (topic of their project
work).
